For 2022 the Club will be utilizing the White Oak 1 Cabin as our club host cabin. The
description of the cabin is below. It has a huge living room area to host 20 people
and a big porch outside as well as a private fire pit. It of course is the most
expensive of the cabins and therefore we have assembled some new guidelines on
how the club will utilize it:

e To rent the cabin is strictly voluntary. If you choose to, you would have to be
willing to host the Happy Hour, Dinner, and post-dinner festivities for both Friday
and Saturday nights.

e The average cabin rents for $250/night all in. This one rents for $360/night all in.

e« That winner would pay the standard $250/night and the club would pay the $110/
night difference.
