BLENHEIM, ON. - Classic car fever swept over Georgia this past weekeRd/lBAuctionspre-
sented the renowned Milton Robson Collection, posting $9.2 million in sales and setting a stri
of new auction records.

Held at the Robson Estate in Gainesville, GA, the sidgleevent presented 55 vehicles and a
select range of memorabilia before a standomm only crowd, with bidders hailing from across
the continent and as far away as England and Brazil. Bidders in the room were joined by thos
the phone and via the Internet, leading to fierce and spirited bidding.

Top honors went to a coveted 1969 Pontiac GTO Judge Ram Air IV Convertible, one of only f
built and the only Starlight Black example, which sparked a lively bidding war, achieving an in
pressive $682,000 to set a new auction record.

Chrysler 300F FouBpeed Convertible, the only factory feapeed, 400hp convertible in exis-
tence, which realized a final sales price of $437,250 to also earn its place in the record books
Both sales generated enthusiastic applause from the crowd.
