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Pontiac-Oakland Museum and Resource Center  Set to Open in July, 2011  
PONTIAC, IL- Nationally known Pontiac and Oakland authorities, Tim and Penny Dye, have announced that a 
new museum and archive library devoted to the former GM brands of Pontiac and Oakland is being prepared for 
public display in Pontiac, Illinois. Tim and Penny, currently residents of Broken Arrow, OK, are best known in 
the Pontiac-Oakland owner' s community as the conservators of one of the world' s largest collections of Pontiac 
and Oakland literature and memorabilia. Dye said, "We are excited to be a part of this project, which not only 
creates a permanent and proper home for our collection, but also a place to promote and preserve Pontiac and 
Oakland history for the entire hobby. The city of Pontiac, Illinois has gone above and beyond in supporting us to 
make this museum a reality. It is our hope that Pontiac and Oakland enthusiasts will jump on board, helping us 
develop a first class library and collection of artifacts and vehicles depicting the rich history of these brands." 
Dye is a well-known automotive historian, author of The Extreme Collector–Pontiac-Oakland Memorabilia, and 
a frequent contributor to national publications such as the Pontiac Oakland Club International' s member maga-
zine Smoke Signals.  
A city of more than 11,000 residents, Pontiac, IL is located on US Interstate 55, seventy-five miles south of Chi-
cago and 30 miles north of Normal-Bloomington. In Illinois, I-55 is located along the route of the eastern most 
portion of the former US Route 66. US 66 was constructed along a pre-existing state road known as The Pontiac 
Trail. The Pontiac Trail marked an unimproved roadway that originated in Chicago, and ran in a southwesterly 
diagonal across Illinois, to the city of St. Louis, MO. When US 66 was dedicated in the 1920s, it served as the 
first all-paved highway to connect Chicago to Los Angeles, CA. Route 66 was popularized by the 1946 song 
ª(Get Your Kicks on) Route 66º and by the 1960s television series ªRoute 66.º The POMARC, located at 205 
North Mill Street, will join The Route 66 Hall of Fame & Museum, the Livingston County War Museum, the 
Walldog Museum, and the Yost Museum and Art Center as a major, local, cultural attraction. “ With the existing 
Route 66 Museum traffic, which has consisted of 10’s of thousands of visitors from every State and over 50 
Countries, the new auto museum will bring in a whole new segment of visitors that will not only be able to enjoy 
the new museum, but also all of our existing attractions.  We look forward to welcoming all of the Pontiac-
Oakland auto enthusiasts to the City of Pontiac,”  Bob Russell, Mayor of the City of Pontiac, IL, said.  
Formal opening ceremonies for the 10,000 square foot POMARC facility are currently scheduled to take place 
on July 21–24, 2011. Plans for the festivities include a significant, three-day gathering of Pontiac and Oakland 
automobiles and dignitaries. Organizations making early commitments to attend the event are the Cruisin'  Tigers 
GTOs and the KC Arrowhead chapters of the Pontiac Oakland Club International. A BBQ cookout will be fol-
lowed by an historic overview of the featured makes, presented by the Dyes on the evening of the 21st. Friday 
the 22nd will offer a Sneak Preview of the museum. The official grand opening will take place on Saturday the 
23rd. On that date, retired GM Design Staff chief designer, William Porter, and former Pontiac advertising ex-
ecutive, Jim Wangers, will be two of the featured speakers.
